EXTERIOR LATH

Metal wire lath shall be minimum 16 gage wire and shall be installed with the long dinention of the sheet perpindicular
to supports. Metal lath shall be lopped (/2" at side and I gt ends. Stagger ends of 1ath to avoid continuous joints

on the same support. Metal lath shall be atiached to vertical supports AWlth 1-1/4"No. 12 gage 3/8" head non corrosive
furring nalls every G'maximum on supports. IFself furring lath is used, refer to the Manufat tirers installation Instructions
for the recommended attachment.

EXTERIOR PLASTER

Plastering with cement plaster shall not be less than three caats when anlied over metal lath or wire fabric lath. The
first coaf shall be applied with sufficient material and pressue to flll so ile all openings In the lath. The surface shall
be scored horizontally sufficiently rough to provide adequatebond to recelve the second coat. The first coat Is
commonly known as the scratch coat. “The firsl coat shall nk be less than 3/8" in thickness. The second coat shall be
brought out to proper thickness of 3/8" rodded and floated suffciently rovgh to provided adequate bond for the Finish
coat shall have no variation greater thon 1/4 inch in any directionunder a 5 fo ol straight edge. Minimum time interval
betwen brown coat and color coat Is T days. The third or color coat shall be applied with sifficient material and
pressure to bogd to and to cover the brown coal and shall be  sufficient thickness to conceal the brown coat Wt
